Garage Sales Notification 

 
The spring and summer months are a great time to 
clean out the closets, the garage and the storage shed.  
Many folks like to take advantage of spring-cleaning to 
make a little extra money by having a garage sale.  
Please keep in mind, by law we are limited to only two 
garage sales per year .  With our state and city gov-
ernments experiencing budget shortfalls and looking to 
raise revenue, they are eager to identify residences 
holding more sales than the law allows.  Please be 
aware, they are very interested in claiming their sales 
tax revenue.  For any residence holding frequent and 
multiple garage sales, a notification letter from your HT 
deed restriction committee will serve as a pleasant re-
minder, especially compared to a visit from the tax as-
sessor.  Please, no more than two a year, this will help 
keep the taxman from showing up at your door.

By now, everyone in Holley Terrace should be aware of 
the standardization of the due date for our annual dues 
payments.  Over previous years, residents did their 
share by paying throughout the year.  Starting last Jan-
uary, we began receiving our neighborhood's annual 
dues payments at the first of the year.

If so 
far you haven’t had the opportunity to do your share for 
your community, please don’t hesitate to send in your 
payment. $35 is very little in return for all the civic as-
sociation does on your behalf.
