A Focus on Garage Sales...

By Texas law, you are allowed to have only two garage or yard sales
within a twelve month period. Any more than two and you are
recognized as having a business and must obtain a sales tax permit
from the state.

Garage sales are further restricted by our legally-binding covenants
which allow only “low profile commercial activities” provided “the
existence of the commercial activity is not apparent from outside the
structure”.

Complaints should be lodged with the Deed Restrictions Committee
or call the City’s Deed Restriction Hotline at 832.393.6333. Or if you
wish to lodge a written complaint, please print out and complete the
Deed Restriction Complaint Form and mail it to the address on the
form.

Let's maintain the residential nature of our neighborhood keep it
looking like one!
